Stock
up at the Saturday morning Barossa Farmers Market, visit Maggie Beer’s Farm Shop and taste locally produced
cheeses, olives, breads and cakes. There’s such a rich heritage throughout The Barossa, from the historic
buildings to artisan food producers specialising in traditional products.

Soak up the country hospitality, gourmet food and delightful wines of the Clare Valley. The landscape is dotted
with farms, vineyards and country roads leading to lovingly restored heritage towns. Follow the 300 kilometre
drive along the Heartland Heritage Trail to experience the living traditions in the Clare Valley. Hire a bike and
travel the Riesling Trail, stopping at dozens of wineries along the way. Sample the local produce – everything
from chutney to organic lamb – in the many farm shops, cafés and restaurants. All this local food and wine is
there to be enjoyed, after all.
